SWINE FLU PANDEMIC CONTINGENCY ARRANGEMENTS

There is a high risk of the number of Swine Flu cases rising significantly in the autumn term.  To ensure all staff and parents are aware of what action will be taken in the case of an outbreak at this school this document has been prepared.  This document applies to any highly infectious disease that may be brought into the school community.

If a child at the school is diagnosed with Swine Flu, or is suspected of having Swine

Flu, the headteacher will consider closing the school, after consultation with

Education Leeds.  In the event that the headteacher is unavailable to make this

decision the responsibility will be passed to the Chair of Governors in consultation

with Education Leeds. The school will only be closed if there are no alternative

options.

The school may also be closed on the direction of Education Leeds as part of planned

closures within the city.

If a child is taken ill with flu like symptoms they will be placed in the Oasis with the

support of a single member of staff, until they can be collected by their parent.  This

member of staff will be from their class to minimise the number of people who have

been in close contact with them.  This room has access to toilets and will be kept

stocked with drinks, light snacks, tissues and alcohol based hand wash. It also well

away from all class and communal areas.

If a member of staff develops Flu like symptoms they will leave the site immediately. 

If the school is to be closed it will be closed at the end of the school day.  Every child

will take home details of the immediate arrangements on yellow paper.  Senior staff

will be in each of the playgrounds to answer any questions that you may have.  A

message will also be placed on the parent hotline and the front page of the

communication website.  A message will also be broadcast on Radio Aire, Radio Leeds  and Stray FM.

The website and hotline number will be updated by 9pm every evening with 

the latest situation. In the event that a sudden closure is needed and/or notification needs to be made outside normal school hours the telephone tree will be utilised.  

In the event of school closure staff will work from home unless a specific task requires them coming to school.  The superintendent, headteacher and one member of administrative staff will always be on site during normal working hours.  If one of these staff is ill or unavailable for other reasons an alternative member of staff will be identified to take their place.

If the school is closed the staff will prepare work daily that will be posted on the communication website by 10am each day. Where possible staff will prepare homework that can be completed electronically and returned by e-mail to the school.  Some homework for older pupils will be completed using Education City.

The reopening of the school, following closure, will be notified using the communication website, hotline number and the telephone tree.  It will not be notified through the radio stations as this might result in confusions as to whether the school is open or continues to be closed.
