Welcome to Y6 2011/12
Curriculum Overview
· Core subjects - English, mathematics, science, ICT
· Pupils are not set for mathematics or English, however intervention groups will be planned for some pupils in these subjects.
· Foundation subjects - history, geography, music, PE, RE, art, French, PHSCE.
· SATs testing 14th-18th May 2012. Please do not arrange family holidays for this period, or the term before. The children will be prepared for tests in maths, reading and writing. The national expected level for the end of KS2 is Level 4.

Homework
· Homework is set in line with the DGS homework policy.
· The children are encouraged to keep their homework diaries up to date and for parents to sign them every week. These are collected in for inspection on Monday. 

· Pupils will receive English, maths, spellings weekly and occasional science and topic work.
Written homework will generally be set on Friday. 
· English to be returned on Monday, maths on the following Wednesday, and spellings to be tested weekly.  Any science homework will have its own completion date.
· Times tables and reading practice is ongoing all year.

Family Support

· Family can support their child by ensuring homework is completed and returned on time. Please help your child by checking it with them and giving help if needed.
· By making sure they have the appropriate equipment for PE on Mondays and Fridays - white/red T-shirt, black shorts, trainers and warm track-suit or equivalent for winter outdoors. However,it is useful if PE kit is available in school throughout the week, as timetables sometimes change.
· It is expected that all pupils wear the correct school uniform and shoes, with no jewellery apart for studs for pierced ears, which should be able to be removed or covered with tape for PE. 
· Long hair should be tied back at all times for both boys and girls. 
· A warm coat is needed and spare socks in PE bags are useful during wet/snowy weather.
· Useful equipment - pencil case with glue stick, pens, pencils, colouring pencils, small ruler etc. 
· Reading is especially helpful in Y6 when comprehension and vocabulary can be challenged by family members. Pupils can bring their own books as reading books if wanted.
· A water bottle and snack for break times can be brought.
Parent volunteers in school time are very welcome.  We would particularly encourage support for our DT food technology where children make and eat their own lunches. If you can help with this please let us know.

Behaviour Management
