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As we head into winter there is the chance that snow will have an impact on the school.  Whilst snow itself does not impede the working of the school it can result in some staff not being able to get to school, or staff having to leave early if conditions deteriorate. Half of the teaching staff live a considerable distance from the school.

If conditions do result in the need to close the school the following steps will be taken:

1. Text to all parents
2. Website notice
3. Sign at the school entrance
4. Local radio broadcasts 

Any child who arrives at school without a responsible adult will be brought into school and supervised until they can be safely collected.


What can you do to prepare for this situation?
1. If your child is normally collected/delivered by a child minder discuss with them your personal plans for such a circumstance.

2. If you work outside Wetherby make a link with a Wetherby based parent or family member who could collect your children on your behalf.

3. Give a letter of signed authority to anyone who does not normally collect your child who may collect them in these circumstances.

I would encourage no parent or staff member to attempt/continue a journey that places them or their passengers at risk.

During severe weather, and in order to maximise our grit resources, only the main paths will be prioritised for clearing and gritting.

Snow can create logistical difficulties but is also an exciting part of winter.  If there is heavy snowfall we may choose to postpone some planned lessons in order to make full use of the opportunity it presents.  I am sure you will all agree this would be a valuable opportunity.

Winter Clothes

It is important that all pupils come with appropriate clothes for winter.  Jumpers, gloves, scarves and coats are all essential.  Children may bring Wellington Boots to school, to use at playtime, if there is a good covering of snow. Please make sure that they have a spare pair of shoes to change into inside the building.
